We have a couple fundraising opportunities coming up to help support the parish and the school.  

On Saturday, March 1, our school will present its second annual Horse Race Night Fundraiser. Doors open at 6:00
in the school gym with the first race shown at 6:30. Admission includes food and some non-alcoholic beverages,
and everyone is invited to BYOB if you want something stronger. We’ll show ten different races on tv screens. Each
race can have a sponsor, and members of the community can buy the naming rights to the horses and the jockeys.
Last year’s event was a lot of fun and very entertaining. We’re looking to make this year’s event even better! But we
need your help.

You can make this event a success in any of the following ways:
Sponsor a race, a horse, or a jockey—or more than one!
Buy a ticket and attend the event.
Even better: tell your friends, family, neighbors, hairdresser, and mailman about the event and encourage them
to think about coming and bringing a group. The more people we have in attendance, the better this
fundraiser will be for our school.

We also have our Capt’n Chucky’s Lenten Meal Fundraiser starting right now. Order forms are in the vestibules of
the church. Orders can be placed until noon on March 24, and orders will be available for pickup from 3:00-7:00 on
March 28. Everything we have available is sold for the same price as you would get it in their store. Those who have
bought items in the past have commented on how good everything was, so everything is highly recommended.
Your support is very much appreciated. This is another opportunity to involve friends, family, and neighbors and
help support Holy Cross, and we need this fundraiser to be successful.

If you were at the 11:00 Mass two Sundays ago, you may remember we were dealing with some electrical power
issues. Different buildings on our campus lost power or had partial power, and there was really no rhyme or reason
to what was or wasn’t working. (Great timing for a school open house to have the school in the dark.) At some point
when the electricity came back on in the school, there must have been a power surge, because of the two pumps
that circulate water from the boilers through the school ended up fried. We’re working to file claims with the
archdiocesan insurance carrier and with PECO, but who knows how that will work out. Thankfully, we were able to
get new equipment installed by the end of the week (at a cost of around $20,000) and the building was warm
enough during the downtime. Two saving graces: 1) it didn’t happen the previous week, when we had those single-
digit temperatures and wind chills and 2) it happened while something was happening in the school so there was
someone there to notice the problem. So while inconvenient, and costly, it could have been much worse!

Finally, last week Archbishop Perez issued a public statement regarding the need for balanced, compassionate,
and comprehensive immigration reform and asked that it be shared with all parish communities. You can read the

The Incredible Christmas
Eucharistic Miracle of 2013
On December 25, 2013, the St. Hyacinth’s Shrine in Legnica,
Poland celebrated Christmas Mass.
During communion, a host fell to the floor. Following the
Church’s instructions to respect sacred species, the priest
placed the Eucharist in a container of holy water and kept it
in the tabernacle.
However, two weeks later, the priest discovered that the host
turned red. He told the bishop, and a commission was
established to observe the phenomenon.
Bishop Zbigniew Kerlikowski of Legnica later released a
statement regarding the Forensic Medicine Department’s
analysis results.
“In the histopathological image, fragments of tissue were
found, which contained fragmented particles of striated
muscle tissue. The whole image is very similar to that of a
cardiac muscle … that shows changes typical of an agony.
DNA shows that the tissue is of human origin.
 
This Eucharistic miracle of Christmas 2013 seems to bring
together three feats that Jesus accomplished for our
salvation: a God incarnate and born as a little baby, a God
who gives himself for us in the sacrifice of the Cross, and a
God always waiting for us in the Eucharist.
