FROM THE PASTOR

This week we celebrate Catholic Schools Week. It's an opportunity for all of us to remember the important
role Catholic Schools have in forming not only the next generation of Catholics, but also in forming non-
Catholics in important virtues that will help them become good, respectable citizens in our society.

Around 2/3 of the students who attend our parish school are not Catholic. Their families send their children
to us for a number of reasons, including academic rigor, a worldview grounded in truth, and a strong
behavior code. While there are free public schools available, they are willing to pay for a Catholic education
because they know our schools are better, safer learning environments. We are fortunate that they have
made this choice, because our school would not be sustainable if we only had a couple dozen parish
students attending.

That being said, many families—Catholic and non-Catholic—are struggling right now to continue to keep
their children enrolled in our school. Everyone's expenses have gone up at home over the past couple years,
and ours certainly have as a school. That means we have to charge more in tuition, and it puts many families
in a bind. We do receive a pool of financial aid each year from donors around the state who make general
donations to Catholic Education, but that pool went down by 30% for this academic year. Ouch! We also have
a couple families in extraordinary circumstances (medical bills, job loss, etc.) that are falling behind, and we
are working to get them additional help. (If there are any generous souls out there who would like to help
some of our struggling families, please contact me or contact the school.)

| am very grateful to our school principal, Mr. Daniel Salvatore, for his hard work and dedication to the parish
school. Mr. Salvatore is in his second year with us, and under his leadership we saw our school fully
reaccredited and named a school of distinguished instruction. Our standardized test scores have shown a
marked improvement compared to prior years. The Catholic identity of the school is continually being built
upon. Every day, one grade comes over to the church for Mass. Prayers and devotions permeate the school
day, with special emphasis on the different liturgical seasons. All of us can be very proud of Holy Cross School.

Of course, our principal doesn’'t work in a vacuum. The good things referenced above are only possible
because of our excellent teachers, aides, and administrative support staff. They work hard every day to
educate our students, and they do an excellent job. Oh, and they do that excellent job while earning around
half the salary they would earn if they were teaching in a public school. So during this Catholic Schools Week,
we salute the dedicated team that keeps Holy Cross School the excellent place of learning that it is. Thank
you, teachers and staff!

The school will have an open house today after the 11:00 Mass. Feel free to stop over to visit and see all the
great things that are happening at our parish school.

The Incredible Christmas
Eucharistic Miracle of 2013

On December 25, 2013, the St. Hyacinth's Shrine in Legnica,
Poland celebrated Christmas Mass.

During commmunion, a host fell to the floor. Following the
Church’s instructions to respect sacred species, the priest
placed the Eucharist in a container of holy water and kept it
in the tabernacle.

However, two weeks later, the priest discovered that the host
turned red. He told the bishop, and a commission was
established to observe the phenomenon.

Bishop Zbigniew Kerlikowski of Legnica later released a
statement regarding the Forensic Medicine Department's
analysis results.

“In the histopathological image, fragments of tissue were
found, which contained fragmented particles of striated
muscle tissue. The whole image is very similar to that of a
cardiac muscle ... that shows changes typical of an agony.
DNA shows that the tissue is of human origin.

This Eucharistic miracle of Christmas 2013 seems to bring
together three feats that Jesus accomplished for our
salvation: a God incarnate and born as a little baby, a God
who gives himself for us in the sacrifice of the Cross, and a
God always waiting for us in the Eucharist.
