This weekend we welcome Fr. Celestine Madubuko to Holy Cross. Father is speaking to us
as part of the Missionary Cooperative Plan. Originally from Nigeria, Father currently is
chaplain to the Igbo Catholic Community in Philadelphia and resides at St. Gabriel's in
Norwood. We are glad he is joining us to preach at all the Masses.

The Church in Nigeria is experiencing a great deal of suffering from anti-Christian
violence. In early June, on Pentecost Sunday, for example, terrorists opened fire on
worshippers in a Catholic Church in a town in Southwest Nigeria. There were at least fifty
fatalities and many more injuries. Sadly, this sort of violence is becoming more common.

Your prayers and financial support of the Missionary Cooperative Plan collection are a way
of showing solidarity with our brothers and sisters in Christ who already face so many
material challenges. Thank you for your generosity and for welcoming Father to our
parish this weekend.
